CICS Northtown Academy Dress Code
Policy and Expectations

Overview

Students must dress appropriately, with an appearance that does not disrupt the
educational process or compromise health and safety.

At CICS Northtown Academy, our staff and students are committed to building a school
community that is safe, inclusive, and respectful of the diverse identities that make up our Puma
family. Students are encouraged to express their individuality and personal style in ways that are
appropriate for a learning environment and that support a culture of focus and professionalism.
When questions arise regarding the appropriateness of student attire, the school administration
will serve as the final authority in determining any violations of the dress code.

Dress Code Expectations

The following clothing items are regulated or prohibited in school:

1. Any article or apparel which depicts or refers to alcohol, drugs, tobacco, gang/cult or
obscenities, and/or promotes acts of violence, self-destruction, or sexually
explicit/objectifying behavior.

2. Any article or apparel which contributes to the creation of a hostile, offensive, or
intimidating environment based on race, color, religion, national origin, age, disability,
gender, or sexual orientation.

3. Apparel that does not provide full coverage, with opaque fabric (non-transparent) of
genitals, buttocks, breasts and nipples.

4. Undergarments and swimwear (e.g. boxer shorts, sports bras, bralettes, bras, underweatr,
bathing suits) may not be worn as visible articles of clothing.

5. Headwear (including hoods or hats) must not obstruct the face or ears, interfere with a
student’s or staff member’s ability to see or be seen, compromise identification, disrupt
academic integrity, or interfere with the learning environment.

Exceptions are made for:
e Religious headwear
e Medically necessary head coverings (with administrative approval)

6. Any articles of clothing or accessories that may be considered dangerous or disruptive to
the educational process.




Academia CICS Northtown Cédigo de vestimenta
Politica y expectativas

Descripcion general

Los estudiantes deben vestir apropiadamente, con una apariencia que no interrumpa el
proceso educativo ni comprometa la salud y la seguridad.

En CICS Northtown Academy, nuestro personal y estudiantes se comprometen a construir una
comunidad escolar segura, inclusiva y respetuosa de las diversas identidades que conforman
nuestra familia Puma. Animamos a los estudiantes a expresar su individualidad y estilo personal
de maneras apropiadas para un entorno de aprendizaje y que fomenten una cultura de enfoque y
profesionalismo. En caso de dudas sobre la idoneidad de la vestimenta estudiantil, la
administracion escolar sera la autoridad final para determinar cualquier infraccion del cédigo de
vestimenta.

Cédigo de vestimenta

Las siguientes prendas de vestir estan reguladas o prohibidas en la escuela:

1. Cualquier articulo o prenda que represente o haga referencia a alcohol, drogas, tabaco,
pandillas/sectas u obscenidades, y/o promueva actos de violencia, autodestruccién o
comportamiento sexualmente explicito/objetivador.

2. Cualquier articulo o prenda que contribuya a la creacion de un entorno hostil, ofensivo o
intimidante por motivos de raza, color, religion, origen nacional, edad, discapacidad, género
u orientacion sexual.

3. Prenda que no cubre totalmente, con tejido opaco (no transparente) de genitales, gluteos,
Senosy pezones.

4. Laropa interiory los trajes de bano (por ejemplo, calzoncillos tipo boxer, sujetadores
deportivos, bralettes, sostenes, ropa interior, trajes de bafno) no se pueden usar como
prendas visibles.

5. Los sombreros o capuchas no deben obstruir la cara ni las orejas, interferir con la capacidad
de un estudiante o miembro del personal de ver o ser visto, comprometer la identificacion,
alterar la integridad académica ni interferir con el entorno de aprendizaje.

Se hacen excepciones para:

e Tocados religiosos
e Coberturas para la cabeza médicamente necesarias (con aprobacion administrativa)

6. Cualquier prenda de vestir o accesorio que pueda considerarse peligroso o perturbador
para el proceso educativo.
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
